Bullets to the Rescue!

One of the marks of a professional in any field is
that they can make the most frustrating jobs ap-
pear easy. For example, Supercub engine
mounts are supposed to be built in jigs and
should just swing back into place on the fuse-
lage supports... And float struts onto Maule
fuselages...

Misalignment is often corrected by the use of
progressively larger hammers. This damages
not only the threads of the bolt being pounded
upon, but deforms the supposedly precision
hole and bends the obstructing attachment tab
material.

A professional trades in the sledge hammer and
uses a bullet to align the hole. A bullet is just a

tapered pin that is pushed through the attach-
ment tab and followed by the correct bolt.
Sometimes the use of two progressively larger
bullets is necessary to align the pieces ade-
quately.

Bullets are available in many tool catalogs, but
making them is easy. Just cut off the head and
threaded end of an old bolt, slightly taper one
end on a grinder and smooth any roughness
from cutting on the other end. Make a set of
several sizes and tapers for your favorite me-
chanic for a present!

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But one airplane has been condemned in the
Anchorage area and another was very close to
condemned locally due to someone using a
sander to remove paint. This aggressive paint
removal also removed much of the rivet head
material on the majority of the rivets. Yes,
someone used a sander of some sort and
ground off the top of the rivet heads.

Both airplanes are Cessnas with new paint jobs
from different shops in different states. Neither
owner recouped their losses. The condemned
airplane was unrepairable due to the damaged
rivets included the entire gearbox and A-pillar
support structure. The other airplane is under-
going replacement of the rivets and many skins
and will hopefully survive to fly again.

I questioned several experienced sheet metal
specialists about how much rivet material can
be removed on a rivet without compromising its
strength with no consensus. The AC43.13
reads that there will be no damage. Realisti-
cally there are one or two damaged rivets here
or there on most used Cessnas. However, the
“zipper effect” of one damaged rivet popping
apart and causing stress on the next and then
the next to progressively fail has to be consid-
ered when deciding how bad is bad.

All in all, get a pre-purchase inspection and be
sure to question how the paint was removed
from an airplane with a new paint job.
